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Dear Friends, 
 
I’ve shared before the custom of celebrating the feast of Our Lady of Trust 
on the Sunday before Lent. She is a wonderful intercessor for us as we 
prepare to enter into the 40 days of prayer, penance, fasting, and almsgiving. 
In the image, Jesus points to his Mother’s Immaculate Heart, reminding us of 
her great love. It’s comforting to know that Mary always accompanies us, 
and her desire is to lead us to her son, Jesus. As we begin Lent on Ash 
Wednesday, let us rely on her intercession and love. 
 
With regard to Lent, here are the guidelines for fasting and abstinence: 
 

ABSTINENCE: All the faithful who have reached 14 years of age are required to abstain from 
eating meat on Ash Wednesday (February 14) and on all the Fridays of the Lenten Season.  
FASTING: All the faithful between the ages of 18 and 59 (inclusive) are bound to fast on Ash 
Wednesday and on Good Friday (March 29) by limiting oneself to one full meal and avoiding 
food between meals. Light sustenance may be taken on two other occasions during the day.  
EASTER DUTY: After having been initiated into the Most Holy Eucharist, the faithful are 
obligated to receive holy Communion at least once a year, this precept to be fulfilled during the 
Easter Season, unless it is fulfilled at some other time for a good reason. In the United States, the 
period for fulfilling this precept is extended from the First Sunday of Lent (February 18) until 
Pentecost Sunday (May 19).  
 
This year I am coming to terms with the fact that, since I turned 60 last year, I am no longer 
obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. Thank God I am healthy enough to continue 
this penitential practice in my “old age,” and so I intend to fast on the prescribed days this Lent 
anyway. 
 
Here at St. Luke we have the custom of a Lenten series on Tuesdays: gospel sharing after the noon 
Mass, and then a guest speaker in the evening. Please see the bulletin for more details about our 
program this year. We also pray Stations of the Cross on Fridays after the noon Mass. The Youth 
Group will sponsor a Lenten Soup Night on Saturday, March 9th. Bishop Chappetto offered to do a 
Parish Mission for us, and so that will take place during the week of March 17. Reconciliation 
Monday will take place on Monday, March 25th. Let us pray that this holy season will help all of 
us to grow in God’s grace! 

 
Since Ash Wednesday falls on Valentine’s Day this year, you might 
want to anticipate the flowers and candy and special meal and 
combine it with Mardi Gras instead of the first day of Lent … it 
may be a good excuse to get a more economical meal for your 
romantic night out if you celebrate on February 13th instead! To all 
of our married couples, engaged couples, and those about to be 
engaged, we pray that God’s love and grace may bless your 
relationship and help you to celebrate the gift of love that you 
share. Happy Valentine’s Day!
